[The] Haiti and Here Campaign  é is an invitation to offer your small loaf or fish to build a 

ministry center in a diocese that desperately needs our help.   The Cathedral Complex in Port au 

Prince wasnõt just a cathedral:  it included world famous murals, painted by local artists depict-

ing the Biblical stories; a music school with professional choir and the nationõs only symphony 

orchestra; primary, secondary and professional schools; a convent ð in short it was a ministry 

center for developing, teaching and training the future leaders of this, the poorest country in 

the western hemisphere.  

We can help rebuild and even more, bring new life and ministries to Holy Trinity Cathedral, 

Haiti.   While weõre at it, we can support a project right here in EDEO.  Some of you may be-

lieve that we have greater needs to need to support right here.   Well, thatõs why we call this 

Haiti and Here .  We believe that with a little cash and our time and talent, we can make a dif-

ference here too.   We can gather together to build a home or feed the hungry to support a 

special ministry project that will be recommended by a committee of volunteers from our con-

gregations.    

The ingathering for this event will be at the 2011 Convention in Hermiston.   The goal is partici-

pation by 2000 people ð and they donõt have to be Episcopalians or Lutherans or members of 

our congregations.
